
4.2.2 A Subscription for E- Resources

A. The Institution has subscription for the following resources (Open Access)

1-DOAJ: Directory of open access journals – DOAJ is a community-curated online directory that
indexes and provides access to high quality, open access, peer reviewed journals. DOAJ is
independent. All funding is via donations, 40 % of which comes from sponsors and 60% from
members and publisher members. All DOAJ services are free of charge including being indexed in
DOAJ. All data is freely available

2- OAPEN - Online library of open access books – OAPEN promotes and supports the transition to
open access for academic books by providing open infrastructure services to stakeholders in scholarly
communication. We work with publishers to build a quality-controlled collection of open access
books and provide services for publishers, libraries, and research funders in the areas of hosting,
deposit, quality assurance, dissemination, and digital preservation.
